Since Koreans have experienced a history of suffering, peace is precious to
us. Therefore, we have an even stronger will to achieve lasting peace.

Hence, the Seoul Peace Prize Cultural Foundation has prepared for the 2007
International Conference on the Direction and Prospect of International Peace,
where solutions will be pursued to attain lasting international peace in the 21st
century.

Greeting the harvest season, I hope that we can move towards establishing
peace in international society through serious discussions, debates, and active
participation.
